In 1996, Congress voted to add 11.5 
miles of the Lamprey River in New 
Hampshire to the Wild and Scenic 
Rivers system, and in 2000 an 
additional 12.5 miles were included. A 
tributary of the Great Bay Estuarine 
Reserve, the river supports an 
incredible diversity of wildlife, 
including the black bear, coyote, 
moose and bobcat. The Lamprey is 
known for the severity of both its floods 
and droughts; local residents have 

embraced this natural cycle, however, and recognize its value to the rich and 
flourishing fluvial ecosystem. Hikers, canoeists and kayakers enjoy the solitude the river 
provides, while fishermen are drawn by the abundance of aquatic life. 

Farmington River, CT

Bordered quite generously by state 
parks and forests, the Farmington River 
in Connecticut was included in the 
system in 1994. The Farmington River 

Valley is currently the only place in the state that is home to nesting bald eagles, and 
the river's fertile spawning grounds will be pivotal in efforts to restore Atlantic salmon to 
the greater Connecticut River basin. Appreciated not only by sports enthusiasts who 
paddle and fish its waters, the Farmington River corridor is enjoyed by archaeologists 
and history buffs who visit the numerous rustic mills and settlements found there.

Wild and Scenic 
designation for White Clay 
Creek in Delaware and 
Pennsylvania, which 
occurred in 2000, served 
to galvanize local support 
for a river that was 
threatened by rampant 

suburban development. Regarded as Delaware's premier trout stream, White Clay 
Creek supports a rich and healthy wildlife population that includes the threatened bog 
turtle. Flowing through beech and oak groves and gently rolling farmland, the creek 
draws not only avid fly-fishermen, but also hikers, skiers, picnickers and bird-watchers. 
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
